	Our work is focused on:

	Our criteria for assessing applications
	

	

	1. It is innovative 
We are looking for:

· An awareness of what others are doing in the field and how your project could add to programmes elsewhere.

· Clear plans to monitor and evaluate the effectiveness of the project.
· Plans to share any learning more widely.
2. It provides direct benefits to vulnerable or disadvantaged communities 
Applicants should demonstrate how their work has or will have a direct impact.



	Our criteria for assessing applications (cont.)
	

	

	3. It brings in additional funding and encourages the involvement of other organisations
Please note that the Rayne Trust will not contribute more than 50% of the funding required.


	What we support
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These are the specific types of costs the Trust will fund in Israel:

· Salaries and all types of project costs plus a reasonable contribution to overheads (there is no fixed percentage).
· General running or core costs (normally for a maximum of three years).

Please submit your budget in £ Great British Pounds.

We expect the average grant to be £10,000. Organisations can only hold one grant at a time. 
	

	What we do not support
	

	
We do not support applications that are:

· From organisations whose levels of free reserves are higher than 75% of annual expenditure.  We calculate free reserves by taking the total value of your organisation’s assets and subtracting any restricted donations, any expendable endowments and any property such as buildings, computers, vehicles or land. 
Free reserves


=

Total value of the charity’s assets
minus  Restricted funds
minus  Tangible fixed assets (property)
minus  any expendable endowment

	What we do not support (cont.)
	

	· For work that has already taken place

· For repayment of debts

· From those who have applied in the last 12 months

· In the form of general appeals
· For endowments


	What to expect
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Applying for a Grant is a two-stage process.
First you must fill in the Stage One Application Form, which you can download as a Word document and complete on your computer. You should email the completed form to ngordon@raynetrust.org. You will hear within one month whether you are being invited to make a more detailed Stage Two Application. As a Stage Two applicant, you will be notified of the date you can expect to receive a final decision.
	

	Monitoring
	



All grants will be monitored at least annually. Annual instalments of multi-year grants will only be released following receipt of satisfactory monitoring reports.
	Bridge Building theme
	



The overall theme of the Rayne Trust is ‘bridge building’. We analyse the Trust’s impact in terms of four bridge building outcomes:

· Enlarged sympathies - increased understanding and/or tolerance

· Reduced exclusion

· Reduced conflict
· New productive relationships which benefit the public
We find that all applications supported can contribute in some way to these outcomes.
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
